American Indian Endowed Scholarship Applications 
 

The Higher Education Coordinating Board is accepting applications for the 2008-2009 American Indian Endowed 

Scholarships. The applications is available through the website at <http://www.hecb.wa.gov> or Pam Austinôs office. 

The postmark deadline for submitting applications to the board is May 15, 2008. 

 

Applicants must be financially needy students with close cultural ties to an American Indian tribe who will be enrolled 

full -time at a public or independent college or university in the State of Washington by fall term 2006. All qualified 

applicants will be considered, however, priority is given to upper-division and graduate-level students. Application 

materials must be submitted as one complete unit, including the following attachment: 

 

¶ A statement describing the applicantôs close social and cultural ties to an American Indian tribe and/or commu-

nity in Washington state; 

¶ A statement of intent to return service to the stateôs American Indian community; 

¶ Three letters of recommendation. Two of the letters should verify the studentôs social and cultural ties to an 

American Indian tribe or community within the state, and one letter should address the applicantôs character and 

commitment to return service to the stateôs American Indian community; 

¶ High school, GED, and/or college transcripts, as applicable; and, 

¶ The signed release of information form, as printed on the application. 

 

Applications are to be postmarked no later than May 15, 2008 and mailed to the Higher Education Coordination 

Board, Education Service Division, 917 Lakeridge Way, PO Box 43430, Olympia, WA 98504-3430. A screening com-

mittee comprised of representatives from the stateôs American Indian community will review applications and an-

nounce selections by mid summer of 2008.
