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EOG (Educational Opportunity Grant) 

Information  
 

Are you a financially needy student who will  complete 

an A.A. degree this year and would like to continue on 

to earn a four -year degree?  Are you a person who has 

been out of college for awhile?  Do you want to finish 

your degree but havenõt been able to because of family 

or employment commitments, health concerns, financial 

needs or other factors?  If so, you may be able to 

receive assistance to earn a four -year degree with up 

to $5,000 and the EOG.  You can apply for the 2008 -09 

grant, and when you decide where you want to attend, 

know that $2,500 will be available for each of the next 

two years to help you achieve your degree.  Applications 

are available in Pam Austinõs office.  The application 

cycle has changed for the 2007 - 2008 academic 

year. Applications will be accepted for each 

academic term from February 1, 2008 through June 

2, 2008.  A selection committee will choose the 

provisional grant recipients based on place -bound 

status, financial need and educational plans.  Also, be 

sure to check out information about other grants and 

scholarships that are available.  The Career Center has 

lots of scholarship information, so stop by and talk to 

Vicki Schmitt.  

 

FINANCIAL AID FORMS ARE DUE!  
 

Financial Aid forms for the 2008 -2009 school 

year are ready to pick up.  If you plan to attend 

college next year and need financial aid, you 

must or complete it on line .  Pam Austin and 

James Wilburn are available in their offices 

during  the month of January to assist you in 

filling out these forms or helping with online 

forms.  Please call and make an appointment with 

Pam Austin at 533 -4331.  The hours are 8:30 

a.m. to 2:30 p.m. each day.  The Financial Aid 

form is used to determine eligibility for  

different types of financial aid including the 

PELL Grant.  Your form must be mailed as soon 

after January 2008 as possible in order to 

receive the most aid available.  
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Scholarship & Financial Aid Information  

HOPE SCHOLARSHIP (Tax Credit)  
 

What is it?  The Hope Scholarship is a tax credit, not a scholarship.  Tax credits are subtracted 
from the tax your family owes, instead of subtracting them from taxable income like a 
tax deduction. 

 
Who qualifies?  The tax law says an eligible student must be enrolled at least half-time in an eligible 

program leading to a degree or certificate at an eligible school during the calendar year 
AND not have completed the first two years of undergraduate study.  Your parents are 
also eligible if the students is not a tax payer. 

 
How can I get it?  The taxpayer must report the amount of tuition and fees paid out-of-pocket, or by 

student loans.

MORE SCHOLARSHIP INFORMATION  
 

WAVE is the Washington Award for Vocational Excellence, available from the Washington State Workforce 
Training and Educational Coordinating Board.  Recipients receive a grant that provides six quarters or four 
semesters tuition at community/technical colleges, regional/research universities, accredited independent 
colleges, or licensed private vocational schools located in Washington state.  Recipients must use the grant 
within three years of receiving it and must complete using the grant before spring, 2009. 
 
To be eligible, a student must: be a resident of Washington state; be enrolled in a public community or 
technical college; have completed one year in an approved vocational program. 
 
Applicants also must provide a statement of: need (how they plan to use the grant); leadership (positive 
contributions to SFCC); community service (activities not related to school); vocational plans; other work 
experience. 
 
Applications are available about mid -January.  If interested, please check with Vicki Schmitt in the 
SFCC Career Center (SUB 17 -255).  The application deadline is FEBRUARY 14, 2008.
