HOPE SCHOLARSHIP (Tax Credit)

What is it?

The Hope Scholarship is a tax credit, not a scholarship. Tax credits are subtracted

from the tax your family owes, instead of subtracting them from taxable income like a

tax deduction.

Who qualifies?

The tax law says an eligible student must be enrolled at least half-time in an eligible

program leading to a degree or certificate at an eligible school during the calendar year
AND not completed the first two years of undergraduate study. Your parents also are
eligible if the students is not a tax payer.
